INFORMATIONAL MATTERS

12)  Executive Officer’s Report: This was a verbal report to the Commission.

Executive Officer Dowdin Calvillo informed Commissioners that the next meeting
would be on April 21 and that they will have exam evaluation appeal hearing
scheduled. She also told Commissioners that there are five allocation decision appeal
hearings scheduled for May 5, and one exam evaluation appeal hearing tentatively
scheduled for the May 19 meeting.

She informed Commissioners that one Appellant withdrew his late exam application
appeal this week, and another Appellant withdrew his medical disqualification
appeal. The later appeal was administratively resolved. She also received one new
exam evaluation appeal this week.

The Executive Officer reported that the Commission currently has four allocation
decisions; three releases from probation; and two exam evaluation appeals pending.

In addition, Executive Director Dowdin Calvillo reported that she submitted her
preliminary comments to DPS on the Human Services Supervisor class study this week
and that she is reviewing the Chief of Financial Reporting and Control class study.

Seeing no further business before the Commission, Chair Nelson asked for a motion to
adjourn. Commissioner Johnson moved to adjourn the meeting, and Commissioner Suter
seconded it. The motion was adopted unanimously (3 to 0), and the meeting adjourned at
